	Situation Ethics
· A choice is right if it has the most loving outcome
· There are no absolute rules; an action is right or wrong because of the outcome so varies each time
· The only goodness is unconditional love (agape)
· The most loving consequence  / outcome is what all acts should aim for
· This is a Christian ethical theory and Jesus is viewed as the ultimate example of how to behave
	Natural Law

· ‘Natural law’ is God’s laws of nature and can be found in the Bible
· God’s plans for humanity:
1. Preserve life

2. Reproduce

3. Educate children

4. Live in society

5. Worship God
· If people follow these 5  things then they are doing the right thing (what God intended)
· The right intention is as important as the action (giving to charity to impress someone is not a good act)

	Virtue Ethics

· People improve when they develop their good qualities (courage, good temper, civility, sincerity, and modesty)
· Actions are good or bad so if people understand their actions, they understand their characters
· When people understand their characters they can develop their virtues and so behave better 
· Virtuous (good) behaviour leads to happiness so should be the goal for everyone in society
	Categorical Imperative

· It’s the duty of humans to be moral (good)
· Good will is the greatest good because it doesn’t want something in return
· Actions are only good if they can be universalized: killing is wrong because society would collapse if people killed whenever they wanted to
· People must never be treated as a means to an end (the happiness of some can’t be at the expense of others)
