Professor:

Did God create everything that exists?

Student A:

(Pause for a moment) Yes… yes He did.

Professor:
Well… Evil exists because we have all experienced it; if God created everything, then He created evil; if He created evil then He must be evil. (Look smug)
Student A:

Hmm… (Rub chin and look worried)
Professor:
Ha!  You see, I have proven to you that belief in God is worthless and a fairytale! (Look even more smug)
Student B:
(Raise hand) May I pose a question Sir?

Professor:
Of course. (Smile and nod wisely)
Student B:
Professor, does ‘cold’ exist? (Look inquisitive)
Professor:
What kind of question is that?  Of course the cold exists… haven’t you ever been cold? (Frown)
Student B:
In fact Sir, ‘cold’ does not exist.  According to the laws of Physics, what we consider ‘cold’, is in fact the absence of heat.  Absolute Zero is the total absence of heat, but cold does not exist.  What we as people have done is create a term to describe how we feel if we don't have body heat or we are not hot… (Pause) also Sir, does Dark exist?
Professor:

(Look irritated) Of course.

Student B:
Again you're wrong, Sir.  Darkness does not exist either; it is simply the absence of light.  Light can be studied, but darkness cannot and darkness can’t be broken down whereas light can.  Dark is a term that we humans have created to describe what happens when there's lack of light.
( Look pleading) Finally Sir, does evil exist?
Professor:
(Look irritated and impatient) Of course it exists, as I mentioned at the beginning, we see crimes and violence everywhere in the world, and those things are evil.

Student B:
Sir, evil does not exist.  Just as in the previous cases, Evil is a term which we have created to describe the result of the absence of good.  As God is the source of goodness, evil results from the absence of God's presence in the hearts of people.
