“Killing is never acceptable”: Level Guidance
This is to help you know what you need to do to get the level you want. Hope it helps!

Level 4: Description

For this you might describe a few different kinds of killing and state whether they might be acceptable or not. It’ll be rather basic.

Level 5: Explanation

Building on Level 4, you’ll need to give solid explanation to say whether why killing might be acceptable (or not) in each case. Eg. If some people might think killing animals for food is OK, you need to give a reason WHY!

Level 6: Analysis

This is starting to get tricky! Building on Level 5, you need to start thinking about whether the explanations you’ve given are any good. For example, you might say something like: “Some people would argue that killing animals for food isn’t acceptable because we don’t have the right to use animals for our own benefit.” However, in order to get level 6 you need to analyse this, so you might say, “But others might argue back that human beings have evolved to eat meat and it is an important part of our diet, therefore this isn’t a good argument”. Don’t forget that you need solid explanations (level 5) before you can attempt analysis.
Level 7: Evaluation

Once you have analysed a variety of arguments you need to sum them up into a conclusion (or evaluation). This is all about coming to a final decision about the original statement based on everything you’ve already said. It may be the case that you’ve found that killing in some situations is acceptable but it is not in others. If so, your evaluation needs to start articulating what it is that makes killing OK sometimes but not at other times. If you agree that killing is never acceptable you need to use your analysis to justify why this is true in all circumstances.

Level 8: Extension

Level 8 has a bit of the “wow” factor about it. After you’ve done everything needed for level 7, a level 8 answer will be one that makes me go, “Wow, this person has made me think of things a bit differently”. You might extend your ideas more widely to think about the implications (for example, if you discuss eating meat then you need to consider what would happen if no-one ate meat at all, or you could discuss the effects of executing criminals on society as a whole).
