What is the most appropriate way to remember the Holocaust?

Use this worksheet to start thinking about how we can remember the Holocaust well. If you’ve been on the trip in the last few days you might want to draw on your experience of the exhibition.

Part 1: Think

1. Why would we want to remember the Holocaust?

What reasons would people have for wanting to remember the holocaust? What would we hope to get out of remembering the holocaust?

2. Who should be involved in remembering the holocaust? Why?

Might different people have different roles in remembering the holocaust?

3. When and where should the holocaust be remembered? Why?

4. What should we do to remember the holocaust?

There are lots of different ways we can remember things. We might have a monument or a statue. We could create a ceremony. Someone could write a song, or make a film. We can create a museum. We could write a book. You may have your own ideas – it could be a combination of different things.
Part 2: Design

Now you’ve got some ideas you need to start designing a memorial for the holocaust that will help people remember. What you design needs to take your answers to the above questions into account. You’ll need to make it clear how your proposed solution achieves what you’ve set out to achieve.

Part 3: Evaluate

Now you’ll need to reflect on your design. Write something that explains what you’ve done to someone else looking at it.
Level 5: Explain – an L5 piece of will explain to the reader how the memorial remembers the holocaust well

Level 6: Analyse – an L6 answer will explain but will also discuss the strengths and weaknesses of remembering the holocaust in this way. You may want to compare what you’ve done to other people’s work and explain advantages and disadvantages of each.
Level 7: Evaluate – an L7 response will analyse the strengths and weaknesses of your way of doing things and also reflect on and analyse how other people might do things differently (you  may wish to compare your work to someone else’s). For level 7 you need to justify why you think your way of remembering the holocaust is better than other options.

Note:
The holocaust was, of course, an extremely serious thing. Millions of people were brutalised and murdered. Your work needs to reflect this seriousness.
