EXPERIENCE DESCRIPTION:
      I woke up in some scrub hearing friends voices looking for me. I called to them and told them I was bleeding to death and because of the distance from a hospital told them to ring the rescue helicopter which they did. An ambulance arrived and I was loaded into it so they could take me to where the chopper could land. At this point I felt it was time to slip into a state of meditation and self check what other damage my body may have. I add here that I have sustained many serious accidents and have thought to have been dead by rescuers before so am quite calm at such times.
     As I drifted off I could hear a friend who was in the ambulance with me start panicking to the ambulance driver that he better get in here as I was dying and unresponsive. My friends partner had to drive the ambulance to the chopper landing area while the medics attended to me.  I only remember hearing my friend and the medics voices briefly.  
Then I will try to explain as best I can I was encased in love, warmth, light and felt happier than I ever have before or since. Everything and all that is good was in this light. In the light was a seemingly uncountable crowd of people who are my ancestors and relatives that have left here over the ages and are now there. I recognized the ones who have been here in my time here and at the front were also my dogs from throughout my time here. I felt absolutely that they were family that I had known forever and were there to bring me home.
     I don't remember speaking but instead all questions were answered before they were asked. There was discussion by some that it wasn't time yet as there was still something I had to come back here for and then I can come home. Wish I knew what it is because now I feel lost and don't want to be here. What is called "life" here is nothing but pain sadness and emptiness for me yet I know I have to wait to go and must not end this existence at my own hand. (bummer) There are other things that were told to me that I will never tell so the next thing I knew I was in the rescue chopper heading to hospital. On arrival the trauma team asked to take photos for teaching as it was the best facial lacerations on a living person they had seen. My skull was visible where my nose and face had been and they said I had to come to grips with the loss of vision in my left eye. I have restored that eyes vision to better than 20/20 now but am still trying to heal my hips and back that I smashed and which ache terribly 24 hours 7 days a week. Previous accidents I have been told I would lose my legs but have healed them also to nearly 100% so maybe I am here to learn about how painful this place is and how much it takes before you just give up.

My fear was not of the light itself, in any way. I don't know how long this out of body took place. I remember the doctors rushing around, fixing my busted up torso and head, and saying twice " Were losing him" After some time I felt what I know was the hand of God on my shoulder, and a very calming voice. If I may quote the Lord, "You are not done here". I felt a gentile push on my shoulders and was pushed back into my beaten body. I remember nothing after that point and until I left the coma I had slipped in to. What I do remember is the absolute presence of God.

The next thing that I remember was coming around in the hospital, still not knowing anything, except that my body was really messed up. I feel so tacky saying this since it's so stereotypical, but there was always a bright white light, and I'd go to it, and once I got there, and I touched it, everything was beautifully white and scintillating and warm; it smelled sweet and inviting, like cupcakes or warm vanilla sugar, and there were these... the phrase used on the site was 'unearthly beings', and they talked to me.  The specifics of what they said was hazy- there was a lot of talking about how special I was, and how people like me didn't come around often, and that I'd understand and remember more as I got older and it became important again, but I have no idea what they were referring to, only that it made me feel like the most important person in the world (also I was beaten up on a lot as a kid, so positive attention is the thing that I've always craved most). I do distinctly remember that they told me at the end of each time that it was time to go home, and I always wanted to stay, but they said that I had important work to do and that they'd see me again soon, and then the last time it was "someday".  And then everything would start to fade away, and then it would be black, and then there was a shock feeling, like suddenly being submersed in cold water, or unknowingly grabbing an electric fence, each shock comes with a sort of cold, fluorescent light flash, and then I'd be back, both happy to have been complimented and sad to have left. They must have told me something about church, but I don't think it was any sort of 'you should go to church', but it wasn't against it really either, it was just mentioned, because that's actually why I talked to my mom about what had happened.  I remembered the word church, and I asked her what that was, and she asked why I wanted to know and I told her.  I guess I didn't realize it wasn't something that happened to everyone, because she said that I was really casual about it, and I got confused when she didn't know what I was talking about. That's about all I can tell you.

Yes     It was so beautiful, and patchy, of course, since I was very young, though I told my mom about it so she remembers what happened as well. And everything was so light and peaceful... Also, it was totally outside of time.  It seemed to go at a normal pace and last for hours, but in reality was only moments.
