Evolution is the scientific theory that explains how life developed from less complex to more complex organisms.
Genes are the chemical forms which get passed down between generations. They encode the way in which organisms are formed.
Random mutations sometimes occur when genes are copied from one “cell” to another. These affect the way in which the organisms are formed. Sometimes the random mutation may help the organism, sometimes they might not.
Natural selection is the process by which good random mutations are “selected” by nature to survive. If a random mutation helps an organism to live well, it is more likely to be copied to its children, who will inherit this good trait!
