“Worship” is what Christians to do “praise” God (to tell God how great he is). 
Often they meet together on a Sunday in church to do this, but this can happen in lots of different ways:

· Some Christians meet together in huge Cathedrals, some meet in churches, some meet together in somebody’s house.
· Some sing hymns and listen to the organ, some have bands with guitars and drums to sing modern songs.

· Some churches are extremely old, some were built last week.

· Some churches say certain words every week, some have different words, some churches have no words at all.

· Some churches have long sermons (talks about the Bible), some have short talks.

· Some churches have Holy Communion (or Mass, or Eucharist, or The Lord’s Supper) every week. Some hardly have it at all.

· Some churches have set rituals (ways of doing things), some churches are very informal (relaxed).

· Some church meetings (or services) go on for half an hour, some go on for 3 hours.

· Some churches will spend an hour singing songs to God, some may have a short song at the beginning and end.

· Some churches spend a long time praying, some will barely pray at all
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If you’re not sure about any of the words try to find out what they mean using the books or ask a teacher. The point to make clear is that there are lots of different ways in which Christians worship God.
