Women in Christianity

"Women should be silent in the churches, for they are not permitted to speak, but should be submissive, as the law also says." (1 Corinthians 14:34)
I don't let women take over and tell the men what to do. They should study to be quiet and obedient along with everyone else. (1 Timothy 2:11)
