Jesus the King
The word “Christ” literally means “anointed one”, which is what happened when someone was made King. Some Christians take the idea of Jesus being “king” very seriously. Because they think Jesus is the “Son of God” it means that he rules the world. The Bible says that when Jesus was crucified there was a sign above him that said “Jesus of Nazereth; King of the Jews”.
If Jesus is King, then Christians must bow to him and do what he says, as he is the boss.

Extension: If Jesus is King, then what happens to the Queen? Some Christians believe that the Queen rules over the physical world and Jesus rules over the spiritual world and what happens in our hearts
Jesus the Liberator

One of the first things that Jesus is supposed to have said is:

God's Spirit is on me; 
      he's chosen me to preach the Message of good news to the poor, 
   Sent me to announce pardon to prisoners and recovery of sight to the blind, 
   To set the burdened and battered free, to announce, "This is God's year to act!"
Many Christians think of Jesus as a “Liberator”, someone who sets people free. This might mean in a physical sense (literally releasing people from poverty or slavery) or in a spiritual sense of setting people free from evil. Either way, many people in poor countries have been inspired by the message of Jesus that things can change for the better.

Extension: What might it mean to be liberated from evil? Can you suggest any things that aren’t physical, but which you might want to be released from?
Jesus the Saviour

One of the first things people called Jesus was “Saviour” (someone who saves). This can be understood in many ways, but one of the most common ones is the Jesus is someone who saves Christians from hell. By being a Christian (believing in Jesus), people believe that they will not be sent to hell for all the things they have done wrong and will instead get the opportunity to spend the afterlife in heaven with God.
Extension:  Some Christians think more about the idea that we need to be saved from ourselves. We all do stupid things that we know we shouldn’t, but we do them anyway.  Jesus saves people from themselves so that they can be the people they want to be.

Jesus the Healer

Jesus is probably most famous for some of the healings he performed. The Bible speaks of Jesus making blind men see, crippled men walk, and dead men come back to life. Wherever he went Jesus made people better. He got rid of demons and healed people who were bleeding all in a day’s work.
Extension: When Jesus healed people he usually said to them: “Your faith has healed you”. Some people therefore think that Jesus himself didn’t heal these people, but that God healed people through Jesus. Can you get this idea across in your model?

Jesus the Servant

Even though Jesus was the Son of God, the Bible talks about Jesus becoming a slave or servant:

“He had equal status with God but didn't think so much of himself that he had to cling to the advantages of that status no matter what. Not at all. When the time came, he set aside the privileges of being God and took on the status of a slave, became human!”

Some Christians take this very seriously and say that Jesus showed us that true leadership comes in serving other people, and although Jesus could have had all the power he wanted he chose to be a servant instead. Many Christians try to make sure they serve other people just like Jesus did.

Extension:  Other groups are looking at “Jesus the King”. Is it possible to be a “servant king”?

Jesus the Miracle Worker

Jesus is extremely famous for his miracles. He is supposed to have fed 5,000 people with just two bread rolls and five fish. He is supposed to have walked on water. He is supposed to have turned water into wine. Many Christians think it is important that Jesus showed he was God by the way he had power over nature. Even the wind and the waves obey him!

Extension: Which of the three miracles I have described is the most amazing? Why? Can you imagine what the people who saw them thought? Can you show this in your model?

Jesus the Rebel
Jesus was a Jewish person, but he saw that the other Jews of his day had got things wrong. Jesus set out to fix this and ultimately he was crucified (killed) for it. During his time he did everything that a good Jew should not do. He used a whip to get rid of the people selling things in the temple, he had dinner with a tax collector (someone everybody hated), he was seen in public with prostitutes (the lowest of the low). Jewish men often prayed: “Dear God, thank you for not making me a slave, a non-Jew, or a woman”. Jesus said that this was all wrong and God loves everyone equally. He was a rebel.
